Tentatively, I have calendared June 6, 2025, as the inaugural meeting for the MSRC, with follow up 
working meetings of Jun 27, July 18, August 8. The joint AWCB/MSRC meeting is currently 
scheduled for August 22, 2025. 
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Discussion Ideas  
Raising awareness of the proposed changes seems to be a concern and a few items were proposed. An article 
to be placed in the State AMA newsletter, written by Member Kosinski, on the definitions changes and the 
importance of filling out the physicians’ report met with approval. Adoption of layout changes to the Fee 
Schedule to assist in better understanding the medical reports and treatment plans also was discussed. A 
possible issuance of a bulletin from the Division offering training on use of the physicians’ report and use of 
certain CPT codes is another idea.  

A task of ensuring the language matches Alaska Code and Statute was entrusted to Chief of Adjudications 
Janel Wright, Janel will follow up the findings with Carla at Optum and the edits will be incorporated in the 
draft Fee Schedule.  

 



2025 Medical Fee Schedule Changes 
The single monetary change was a reduction in the multiplier for DMEPOS codes. Those are HCPCS level two 
codes normally associated with medical equipment and supplies. This multiplier was lowered from 1.75 times 
the CMS DMEPOS fee schedule for Alaska to 1.66. A historical table of adjustments included: 

 

Stylistic and layout changes are also incorporated, with a concentration on making the document easier to 
read.
